JUDGING:

· NAA will appoint a panel of judges from sponsors and experts in the individual categories

· The judges will shortlist a minimum of 3 finalists in each category you be notified if you have been shortlisted by Friday 20th September 2019, and the winners will be announced at the Awards ceremony on Thursday 7th November 2019.
· As part of the judging process for the Logistics Excellence Award, a representative from NAA and DHL Supply Chain will conduct an on-site visit to the applicant to gain further insight of the project and to conduct an objective observation survey and feedback survey. (This will be during October 2019)
