The Northern Automotive Alliance Business Awards provide automotive companies with the recognition for their achievements. Becoming a shortlisted award applicant, will provide your organisation with the opportunity to be recognised at this high-profile event, as a leading player in the automotive industry. Your organisation will benefit from being highlighted on the evening in front of key individuals from the region’s automotive community and leaders of the automotive community from across the UK and in subsequent nationwide PR about the event and the awards. 

This year the Annual Dinner will take place on Thursday 7th November 2019 at The Mere Golf Resort & Spa, Knutsford.
This award is open to all companies and is for Corporate Social Responsibility. 

The assessment process will be different to our traditional processes; it will consist of an interview either by a visit to your company or WEBEX.  It will be on an agreed date with you and will occur during the first 2 weeks of October.  The interview will consist of a presentation by the applicant followed by a Q&A session.   Your presentation can be in any format that you consider suitable.
You should submit an Expression of Interest covering the mandatory information on the following page and provide 3 preferred dates for the assessment.

INFORMATION FOR DINNER BROCHURE.  
These need to be submitted on a word document.

1. Provide a brief overview of your company.  (Limit 100 words – submitted as a Word document)
2. An abstract of the project. (Limit 150 words – submitted as a Word document) The CSR award is looking for programs that have demonstrated excellence in responsible sponsorship, corporate philanthropy, and community outreach. Judging criteria will assess the impact of the CSR programs as they relate to: effectiveness in impacting the communities they are focusing on, involvement of their personnel, sustainability and long term impact, as well as activities involved beyond just a financial contribution – projects must reflect activities that have been undertaken locally.  Presentations can be focussed around one particular project or a program of projects.
3. Company photo and Company logo
Here are some areas that you could consider for inclusion in your presentation, they are not mandatory.  
· Vision & implementation

· Benefits: company, social communities or localities

· Involvement of stakeholders & employees

· Novel initiatives

· Continual improvement and sustainable approach

· Demonstrable programme for promotion and dissemination of the work

· Monitoring/Reporting

· Accountability/Transparency
CLOSING DATE: 

The closing date for all entries is midnight on Friday 30th August 2019.  Completed forms should be submitted to Zoe Desoer via email zoe@northernautoalliance.com
CONDITIONS OF ENTRY:

· All entries must be submitted in electronic format

· All entries must represent activities within the last 12 months

· The closing date for receipt of completed applications is Friday 30th August 2019. 

· The judge’s decision is final

· You are prepared to provide pictures of your company or project to support the application, which will be used at the Awards Ceremony and in future publicity linked to the Awards.

· Photography & logos are also required at this stage.  The completion date for this Friday 30th August 2019.  All marketing materials must be attached with the application.
JUDGING:

· NAA will appoint a panel of judges from sponsors and experts in the individual categories

· The judges will shortlist a minimum of 3 finalists in each category; you be notified if you have been shortlisted by Friday 20th September 2019, and the winners will be announced at the Awards ceremony on Thursday 7th November 2019.
· All information supplied during the interview remains confidential and is only shared between the judges for the purpose of judging.
· Applicants may be contacted for further information or matters of clarification

PICTURES:
· Pictures to illustrate your company that will be used in the dinner brochure – these can be pictures of your premises or your product etc.  Pictures need to be a landscape format and a very high resolution, (If attaching a JPEG file, picture size should be a minimum of 6000 x 4000 pixels) – examples of pictures can be seen in last year’s brochure from previous award applicants

COMPANY LOGO:
· As above, we require your logo in EPS/Vector Format or JPEG with a minimum size of 4000 pixels.

VIDEO:
All award applicants are invited to submit a company video (circa 3-5 mins in length).  These videos are played on screens throughout the dinner; audio is on low, so the video content is more important than the accompanying audio track.   If you do not have a company video, and would like your product/company to appear within the general applicant’s video then it is viable to generate a video for you from a PowerPoint file.  If this is an option that you would like to take then please submit a PowerPoint file with your application.
